
It is a self-contained, accessory dwelling unit that is 
located within a single detached house and has its 
own separate cooking, sleeping and bathing 
facilities.  

A secondary suite provides living accommodation 
based on rental periods of one month or more and 
is not intended for short-term accommodations.  

Your property must have the necessary zoning to 
allow a secondary suite. A secondary suite is 
permitted if your property is located within one of 
the following zones with an ñsò notation: 

¶ Large Holdings (LHs);  

¶ Rural Acreage (RAs);   

¶ Small Holdings 1 (SH-1s);  

¶ Small Holdings; (SH-2s);  

¶ Country Residential (CRs).  

A secondary suite must be located within a single 
detached house and is not permitted if an 
accessory home exists on the same property.  

If your property does not have the necessary 
zoning, you may apply to amend the Joe Rich Rural 
Land Use Bylaw (RLUB) Bylaw No. 1195 through a 
re-designation application.

It is important to make an appointment with staff 
before submitting a formal application to review 
submission requirements.  

Submitting an application does not guarantee 
approval.
